When we meet on Sunday mornings there are usually between 60 and 70 adults, and around 20 children/young people. Our worship style tries to encompass a range of things that are important to different people. So, we have liturgy and informal prayer, we have a choir as well as a worship band, we sing hymns and contemporary worship songs. We like to involve people in our services and give people opportunities to try things and build confidence. Lots of people do Bible readings, lead the prayers and take part in other ways regardless of age, ethnicity, gender or educational background. Since Covid, we live-stream our services – where we regularly get 20+ views. 

We involve our young people in worship when we can – they take part in reading, singing and prayers.
We have one ‘all age’ service each month, but a Kid’s church/Sunday school runs on other weeks, and there is a room -if needed- for under 5’s with their parents. There are 5-10 teenagers who choose to stay in church now and be part of the ‘adult’ worship service. This is great, but we would like there to be something more specifically for them!

We have good relationships with 4 local primary schools. They are invited into church for Experience Christmas (year 1/2), Easter (year 3/4) and Pentecost (year 5/6) as part of the RE syllabus. We currently have little contact with the local secondary school, Nottingham Academy, but hope to develop positive links and get more involved there.

We work well with local groups including the Debt Advice/Community Centre, Food Bank, Nottingham Citizens, Police, Local Councillors etc. We seek to work within the community as part of it.

The government has recently invested a large sum to be spent in St Ann’s over 10 years “to restore pride, belonging and control to communities”- which raises more exciting possibilities!
